Landscaping

Kevin Hastings reported billings for snow removal for this winter have been within budget. He also reported that the billing for the provider we used for landscaping in 2004 has not been resolved, and Kevin is currently awaiting a bill from the sprinkler maintenance firm we used in the Fall of 2004. Kevin reported that he had not yet heard from the township regarding the voucher request for 10 trees for the association in 2005, and he will check on this and provide an update at the April meeting.

Treasurers Report

Steve Betts provided an updated view of our budget for 2005, and homeowners that have not yet paid for their annual dues. Steve committed that overdue payment notices will be sent via certified mail to the delinquent homeowners before the next meeting in April. In those notes, the homeowners are being told that they now owe a $75 late fee in addition to the $300 annual dues.

Web Site 

Homeowner Jim McHutchion has done a great job of updating the web site including contact information and officer names and titles, after meeting with Dennis O’Flynn to transition these duties.

Social

The board discussed the need for purchasing two additional signs to be used for publicizing social events, and Mark Johnston is to research obtaining pricing for these two additional signs. With the agreement of Joe DeRose, the Social committee chairman, the board has agreed that all three signs will be stored at the Social Committee chair’s residence, so that they are all accessible for events.

Tim O’Brien is to coordinate getting the sign and chain lock for the Ford Road entrance and delivering them to Joe.

Joe noted that the association still needs volunteers to coordinate the garage sale in June, and the block party and Halloween parade, so any homeowners that would like to help out are asked to contact any of the board members.

Joe also mentioned the issue of obtaining kiddie swings for the tot lot to replace some swings so that toddlers can also safely use the equipment. Steve Betts reported that another homeowner may be willing to donate at least one swing for this effort, and he will provide an update on this at the next board meeting.

Tim O’Brien also reported that the Christmas decorations that were donated to the subdivision will be housed at his home until December 2005.
