March meeting minutes were reviewed by the board. Motion to accept the minutes as accurate was made by Joe DeRose, with Mark Johnston seconding the motion. Motion was accepted unanimously. 

Detention Pond 

Homeowner and licensed Professional Engineer Matt Stacy presented a review of information regarding the drainage detention pond. Matt recommended that the board make sure that the drain openings remain clear of debris, as he said that this is the most common reason for detention pond failures. To support this effort, Mark Baron will have one of his firm’s supervisors make an assessment of the pond to determine if there is any blockage on the drains at present. Matt also mentioned that the town offered a video that reviewed detention pond maintenance, and Kevin Hastings said that he would check and see if we could get a copy for the CRHA board members to view.

Landscaping

Kevin Hastings reported that Davey Tree is to treat the plum trees located in the island at the Ford Road entrance. He also noted that the common garden areas had been mulched with the exception of the gardens facing Ford Road (the Ford Road mulch is to be replaced by stone there this spring). Relative to the sprinkler system maintenance for the common areas, Kevin also reported that he was going to talk with the gentlemen that had provided this service on a contractual basis in the past and ask that we now convert to an “as needed” basis, since the regular service charging and discharging is already included in the agreement we have with our landscaping company.

Newsletter

Joe DeRose reported that the next newsletter is due to be printed in early May.

Social

Joe DeRose is to send Jim McHutchion a copy of the social activities calendar for the website. 

Steve Betts also made a motion for the association to cover the minimal costs associated with advertising the semi-annual garage sale, and Mark Baron seconded the motion. The motion passed by a vote of nine to zero. 

A tentative date of August 13 has been set for a Block Party for the subdivision. Volunteers are still needed to lead this effort. 

Steve Betts agreed to pursue getting cost information to determine what it would run the association to install streetlights at the Saltz Road entrance to the subdivision.
