Acceptance of Meeting Minutes

April meeting minutes were reviewed by the board. Motion to accept the minutes as accurate was made by Joe DeRose, with Mark Baron seconding the motion. Motion was accepted unanimously. 

Homeowner Issues

Homeowner Dan Smith presented an application to move his hot tub and surrounding enclosure from where it was presently located. The board requested that Dan submit this request using the form that can be found on the website. The board also committed that a decision would be communicated to him in a timely manner after the board received his request and the previous site plan for his residence is reviewed. There were not other issues from any of the homeowners present at the meeting.

Landscaping

Kevin Hastings reported that our designated vendor is to provide sprinkler repairs in common areas as needed. Kevin will manage this process, as well as overseeing the activation of sprinklers for the spring and summer as the weather gets warmer.

Dennis O’Flynn has again volunteered to lead an effort to install loose stone in the garden beds facing Ford Road, and volunteers are needed to assist in this effort, which is scheduled for May 21. Davey Tree is to spray the plum trees in the Ford Road entrance to prevent disease in late June.

Joe DeRose and Bob Feldkamp are to follow up on an effort to enforce the township code that requires trees between the sidewalk and street per the original Cobblestone Ridge site plan on file with the town.

Newsletter

Joe DeRose reported that the next newsletter has been distributed, and the next newsletter will be sent in late August.

Website

Jim McHutchion reported that he will move the Social calendar to the front area of the CRHA website so that information on social events can be more easily referenced. 

Social 

Joe DeRose covered the upcoming garage sale and the possibility of a block party in the late summer. A suggestion was made to consider use of Crosswick Drive between the two islands as the main area for the block party this year, in place of having the party on Kennebec Road and Court. It was felt that this arrangement would provide more privacy and may help to prevent uninvited guests from outside the subdivision from attending the events. The board felt that this would be as good alternative to explore. 

A tentative date of August 13 had previously been set for a Block Party for the subdivision in the April meeting, but there is still a need for volunteers to lead this effort. 

Treasurer’s Report

Steve Betts reported that the one-year subscription for the website has been paid, and that seven homeowners have not yet paid their annual dues for 2005. Letters will be sent to these homeowners during the next two weeks, with liens to be pursued after the homeowners have been given an opportunity to pay their dues and the associated late fees that they have incurred.

Mailbox Repairs and Repainting

Tim O’Brien is to provide Bob Feldkamp with a list of the mailboxes scheduled to be repainted during 2005 and 2006, respectively. Bob will then be working with the service provider to have this work started. Repairs to all mailboxes will be on an as-needed basis throughout the year.

New Council Member and Officer

Tim O’Brien will be leaving the association board due to a transfer out-of-town, and Joe DeRose has graciously agreed to take on the secretarial duties that Tim previously provided. In addition, a motion was made by Mark Baron to consider Jim McHutchion to fill Tim’s position until his term expires on December 31, 2005. This motion was seconded by Steve Betts, and passed unanimously by the board.

Outstanding item from previous meeting – to be covered at June meeting 

Steve Betts has agreed to pursue getting cost information to determine what it would run the association to install streetlights at the Saltz Road entrance to the subdivision
