The board agreed to distribute a letter with the notification outlining general lawn maintenance guidelines in response to homeowner complaints about general lawn care. 
The board also agreed to hire a company for dog waste removal.  The quote for service is $48 per month.  Joe DeRose make a motion to accept the proposal. Tom Korff seconded the motion.

Tom Korff noted that cement cap at the Ford Road entrance is damaged.  The board agreed to seek quotes for repair.
