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	Letter from the President

It has been a long winter and it’s good to see the days getting longer and the nights shorter.  It’s just a matter of time before the temperatures start to rise and the last remnants of snow melt away.  Spring can’t get here fast enough and I take it as a great sign that the Tigers' Opening Day is only a few days away.

My name is Tom Korff and I am the newly elected Association President.  I would like to thank Bob Feldkamp for his 3 years of service as President.  We have had a great three years under Bob and appreciate his continued involvement as a director and presidential advisor.  Thank you also to Mark Johnston for his 3 years of service as a Board Director.  Mark continues to serve as our Architectural Committee lead. Mark and Scott Coates have been the co-chairs for our yearly neighborhood party the last 3 years.  I’d also like to welcome Shannon Stacey to the board.  Shannon has brought new energy and ideas to the board. 

You may have noticed the recent activity with the Cobblestone Ridge brick walls at the Ford Road entrance.  During our landscaping, clean-up, and decorating events we have noticed major damage to these walls.  Hundreds of bricks in the wall, several of the caps, and the sign lettering are falling apart.  We have engaged a mason to repair and spruce up the walls.  This will involve many new bricks, cap work, sealing, and new signs.

With the open land around Cobblestone Ridge we have had several proposed Zoning changes and Master plan changes over the last few years.  In February there was a proposal to change much of the land along Ford Road backing to our sub to Office Residential in the community Master plan.  This would have given the owners of this land the path to request that the land be rezoned to Office Residential.  Many of our neighbors attended the February meeting to voice concern about the change to the Master plan.  After hearing from many residents, the board decided not to alter the current plan.  This is great short-term news.  With the challenging economy, I am sure some other change will be proposed.  Currently most of the land is zoned R-3.  This means a developer could build a subdivision identical to Cobblestone Ridge, but not condos or an office building.  Prior to the most recent meeting, residents of the neighborhood inquired if the board would attend the meeting on their behalf; we have reviewed this situation with our attorney and he has made it clear that as board members we cannot represent our subdivision.  As new changes are proposed and you have concerns about those proposed changes to the Master Plan or zoning of land around our sub, you will need to attend the Planning Commission meetings yourself.  As we become aware of these events we will try to post them on the website in a timely manner.

If you have a neighborhood project you would like to lead, please let the board know. There are over 150 homes in the neighborhood and only 8 families on the board.

	Speed Limit and Kids at Play

· The Speed limit in our neighborhood is 25 mph.  Please drive with care as the weather gets nice and more children are out and playing.
Trash Days

· Our trash day is on Monday.  Please “do not” put your trash at the curb before Sunday evening.  Also, make certain that your trash is secure so it won’t blow away with the spring winds coming. Please help keep Cobblestone a clean and safe neighborhood by picking up any trash you see blowing around.

· CWR will only take cardboard boxes if they have been broken down and bound together.

· CWR also takes yard waste; this truck comes very early.  To be sure they see your yard waste, please place it on the opposite side of your driveway from your normal trash.  Tree branches must be cut into 3 foot long pieces and tied together with twine or string, not weighing more than 50 lbs.

Yard Maintenance

· With the spring rains upon us, it is time to remember that we have a collective responsibility to keep our yards attractive for the entire neighborhood and ourselves.  

· Please remember that this should include regular lawn mowing, edging, and weed removal (especially in sidewalks and driveways).

Spring Clean-Up Event

· The Cobblestone Social Committee has decided to cancel the Spring Egg Hunt and replace it with a Spring Clean Up Event.  It will be May 17th at the Tot Lot starting at 1pm.  We will be picking up trash and freshen up the neighborhood.  
· In addition to cleaning up the tot lot we will also be repairing the merry go round.  If you are willing to apply some upper-body strength to move it and re-install it, please meet at the merry go round at 1PM.
· It will also be a chance to visit and/or meet your neighbors.  We would like to make this a family event.  So mark your calendars and bring your work gloves
· Following the clean up we have street cleaning scheduled for May 20th, please be sure to park your cars in your driveways (NOT on the street), so that it’s effective.
