Break Ins

They use the GPS to locate your home and then use the garage door opener to gain entrance. Many of the sports centers have sent out warnings as well as the Canton Police. Canton Curbside Recycling
Currently in Canton we have a limited recycling program. Allowable items in the green bins are newspapers, clear glass, number 1 and 2 plastics, metal, and aluminum. While this is helpful in reducing garbage, it is limited. Starting in April, 2009, Canton will be launching a new program, Single Stream Curbside Recycling (SSR). They hope to dramatically increase participation throughout the community. The benefits to homeowners are:


• No sorting of recyclables


• Additional accepted recyclables, including cardboard, all types of paper, and plastics 1-7

Complete details are available on Canton's website. Also noteworthy as a recycling topic is that all of the Canton and Plymouth Community Schools have yellow and green Paper Retriever bins. These can be used by anyone in the community for their paper recycling (all types of paper but no cardboard).
